All our furniture is available in a range of colours
and many different types of wood. This means
that Kinnarps furniture can always fit into the
interior design of your workplace: tables, cabinets,
chairs, floor surfaces, walls and textiles all working
together for the benefit of your company. Pull
out the flap for an overview of the types of wood,
laminates and SignaDure® lacquers that you can
choose from.

Facts
Our range includes Birch, Beech and Oak. Birch mostly
comes from Finland. Beech veneer comes from Central
Europe and solid Beech from Swedish Beech forests.
Solid Oak and Oak veneer comes from Sweden and
North America. All raw wood derives from responsible
forestry stewardship sources in accordance with the
requirements and norms of the country of origin. FSC
or PEFC certified raw wood is used if available. Wood
from rain forests is not used.

Chipboard: Most is produced in Sweden, but some
is produced in North and Central America. All of our
chipboard meets the E1 requirement with regard to
formaldehyde content.

Surface treatment of wood: Surface treatment is
chiefly accomplished without the use of volatile solvents
(VOC), with UV-hardening acrylic lacquers and water-
based lacquers. Painted surfaces are treated with
SignaDure® – our specially durable lacquer.

Laminate: Laminated table tops are made from
German-made chipboard. Meets the E1 norm with
regard to formaldehyde emissions.

LamineTM: is a unique printed surface treatment that
gives a wood-like appearance. The surface is treated
in 14 steps and is very durable. LamineTM withstands
ageing up to 75% better than veneer. This makes it
simpler to apply supplementary treatments and avoids
ugly ”sun marks” on cabinets exposed to harsh light.
